Conduct of the test day will be in accordance with 2018 GCR and that the Chief Steward is authorized to make schedule
adjustments based on the progressions of the event. Chief Steward will make final determinations as to eligibility and conduct of
participants.

Car Groupings; We anticipate four 25 minute sessions each for Test Open Wheel race group, Track Event Novice, Test
Closed wheel race group, and Club Racing Experience sessions. Test Open Wheel will have an Alternative Driver
School for experienced open wheel drivers needing track time to complete SCCA Driver License Requirements running
concurrently. ADS Entrants need approval from the Chief Driver Instructor to enter; please contact Andy Fox at
(407)416-5411.

Time spent cleaning up debris from a session will result in a reduction of time for that group in subsequent sessions.

Test day entrants also participating in the Sebring Regional/Vintage weekend will receive their credentials for the entire
weekend during test dayregistration. All sessions will end with a checker flag displayed atturn 9 (former bridge),
followed by a Black Flag at subsequent stations,.

REGISTRATION: Drivers can register for test day online at www.DLBRacing.com. Drivers without internet access must complete
a paper entry form and mail with entry fees to the registrar, Sharon Priep, 2824 Salisbury Blvd, Winter Park FL, 32789.
Make checks payable to Central Florida Region, SCCA. Drivers who complete their registration online, via the DLBRacing.com
website, will have the option of paying by check/money order, or by credit card at the time of registration. Credit cards will not be
accepted for drivers submitting paper entries, or for entries received at the track.

DRIVER ELIGIBILITY: Test Group Drivers must be a member of the SCCA and hold a current SCCA Full competition license.
Exceptions; experienced SCCA Member drivers entering the Open Wheel Alternate Drivers School for track time to complete their
license requirements. These entrants must have approval from the Chief Driving Instructor Andy Fox (407)416-5411, and Novice
Permit.

Novice Permit holders, with school requirement completed, are permitted to participate in the test day.

Drivers meeting the requirements of GCR Appendix C.2.8.B, Equivalent SCCA Full Competition License, will be accepted.

If you do not have the proper credentials it is your responsibility to contact the Registrar prior to the event.

TEST DAY SUPPLEMENTARY REGULATIONS Continued

TECH: A tech sticker will be issued for test day, bring the appropriate gear with you to tech as required for a race event.

PARKING/PADDOCK RULES: Follow the direction of speedway personnel and/or the CFR paddock marshal, their purpose is to
insure adequate parking and traffic flow for all competitors. Failure to cooperate with speedway personnel or CFR officials
will result in expulsion from the premises. All vehicles must stop at all Paddock Stop signs.

GRID: All cars must report to the grid for safety and sticker checks for all sessions before being allowed on track. Late
arrivals must report to Pit In for safety checks and will be dispatched to the track with radio call permission!

INSURANCE: Participant insurance will be provided in at least the minimum amounts required by the SCCA.

PIT LANE: Pit lane speed limit is 40 mph for all sessions. All crew over the wall must have closed toe shoes; long pants
recommended. No fueling allowed on pit lane for test day.

SPECIFIC RULES: (1) Per direction of SEBRING INTERNATIONAL RACEWAY, absolutely NO stake, spike, nail or any other sharp
pointed device will be driven into any portion of the hard-top (Black-Top) (new or old) surface on the property, or the entrant will be
penalized, charged for filling holes and removed from the Raceway premises. (2) Per direction of SEBRING INTERNATIONAL
RACEWAY, absolutely NO bedding new brakes or testing of cars on infield roadways will be permitted.

Violations will result in immediate ejection from the premises. This penalty will be enacted for all offenses, with zero tolerance.

CFR is on a Digital Network. Race Control may be monitored on Primary 464.0125, or back up 469.0125.

No Unmanned Aerial Vehicles (UAV) of any type may be employed by Participants/Guests at CER events without specific
SCCA and FAA approval.

IMPORTANT: BRING YOUR TE PARTICIPATION LOGBOOK WITH YOU TO REGISTRATION!

This event is held under the 2018 General Competition Rules, based on the 2018 GCR and Category Specifications; the current SCCA
Time Trial Rules (TTR) as published by the Sports Car Club of America, as amended for 2018 per FASTTRACK".

The following Supplementary Regulations, including all safety requirements and entrant on-track behavior, will be extremely scrutinized
for compliance. Entrants who violate these requirements or whose on track behavior is inappropriate may lose all remaining track time
as decided by the Chief Steward without appeal or entry fee refund.

INSURANCE: Participant insurance will be provided in at least the minimum amounts required by the SCCA.
Entrants: Entrants must sign-in and receive their credentials prior to track entry

REGISTRATION/Sign-in: Drivers must register for the event online or by mail. On-line registration can be found at
www.DLBRacing.com. On-site PDX registration will be accepted unless the 42-car limit has been reached. Drivers without
internet access must complete a paper entry form and mail with entry fees to Sharon Priep, 2824 Salisbury Blvd, Winter Park FL
32789. Make checks payable to Central Florida Region, SCCA. A bank service fee will be charged for any check returned by the bank.
Phone/fax entries will not be accepted. Do not mail entries/checks by any method that requires a signature upon delivery. Sign-in;
registration is at the Bill Martin Center. Check the schedule.

ENTRY FEE PAYMENT: Drivers who complete their registration online, via the DLBRacing.com website, will have the option of paying
by check/money order, or by credit card at the time of registration.

PASSES: Each entry receives four (4) passes, INCLUDING THE DRIVER AND ENTRANT. Additional passes, to a maximum crew of
6, may be obtained at Registration. Guests of the region may receive their VIP pass at the membership window also. VIPs are not
allowed in hot areas. Race Staff, guests, & CREW must sign for their own passes, and must arrive while registration is open. SCCA
members (non-staff) must present a valid membership card for admission. Specialty licenses and membership card must be presented
at registration

TECH: ALL DRIVERS must present their Car, Tech card, completed pre-tech inspection form, and their helmet to Tech. Tech will
be behind the Bill Martin Center.

COURSE: This event will utilize the Sebring International Raceway 1.7-mile Club road course. Pit and Paddock will be located on
the Green Park side. All sessions will end with a checker flag displayed at Turn 9 (Old Bridge Site), followed by a Black Flag
at subsequent stations. Please proceed directly to pit-in. This will allow maximum track time for all competitors. Pit Lane Speed is
40 mph.

Driving Sessions: Four driving sessions will be offered all for TE Novice drivers, unless an emergency dictates otherwise. Solo
Drivers may participate if space available once Novice entries have registered. Sessions will be as noted per the schedule and
will be approximately twenty-five minutes in length. It is the driver's responsibility to be ready in the Grid area at the scheduled time.
Failure to be ready per the schedule may cause the entrant to be prohibited from participating in that session

Eligible Entrants: 18 years ol d or ol der. Must have a valid drivero6s |
license or novice permit is not required but is acceptable. Entrants must be an SCCA member. If you have a SCCA Time Trials
Participation Log book, you must bring it with you to registration. TT Participation Log books must be checked by the Chief TE driver
instructor, or his designee, prior to participation. This event is open to TE Novice drivers; Solo drivers may participate if space
available.

Entry Limit: Entries will be limited to 42 cars for TE groups. All entrant applications will be scrutinized for experience level and entry

may be declined if that level does not meet the criteria established for this event as viewed by the Track Event Chairman and/or the

CDI. However, in all cases noted herein, we reserve the right to decline any en42ry
car maximum is reached. If you register and find that you are unable to attend, please be considerate and cancel your registration so
that others may attend.

Vehicle Eligibility: Race cars allowed at discretion of TE Chief Steward. All vehicles must comply with all minimum current SCCA
Time Trials(PDX) safety requirements including, but not limited to, tires rated for a minimum of 130 MPH (H) designation without visible
safety defects and a minimum of a 3-point safety belt/harness (OEM is OK) for both driver and passenger seats to accommodate an in-
car instructor (if required and approved).

Numbers, Classification of Vehicles and Timing: Numbers must be on both sides of the vehicle, be legible and be at least 8 inches
tall with a 1.5-inch stroke and in a contrasting color to the vehicle. There will be no designated classes for this event nor will there be
any fAtimingd of a v e hmpletingepapenentry, pleasetptovede threeenantber chboi€es. ¢ o

Paddock: Track Event paddocking will be in the West end of the paddock next to grid.

Grid: Grid will be located next to Timing and Scoring. Vehicles will line up as directed in this area and be released/led through the track
pit area and onto the race course.

Flags: Flags for driver notification will be as noted and discussed at the Drivers Meeting. Failure to respond to a flag notification could
cause an entrant to be prohibited from completing the remainder of the event. No Pace Vehicle will be used. The first lap of the first
session which will be held under double yellow flags. Use this lap to locate the corner stations and familiarize yourself with
the course.

Off Course Excursions and Spins: Any vehicle leaving the paved course area with more than two wheels or spinning on course shall
proceed safely to the Pit Area for discussion with event officials and/or vehicle inspection after receiving directions to proceed from a
flag station.

COURSE RESTRICTIONS: Only official vehicles will be allowed on the course before and after racing activities.

Track Familiarization Session: Familiarization Lap(s) will be NOT be provided

Instruction: Limited in-car Instructors will be provided. Lead-follow may be used at Chief Instructor and Chief Steward discretion.

Passengers: Passengers will not be permitted to ride along with TE entrants.

Safety Check; All vehicles, especially Street legal and licensed vehicles, will experience stresses in every mechanical/chassis area
that they would not experience on the School Course. Please check, or have your car checked by your mechanic, all suspension,
brakes, tires and chassis components carefully for any wear that could cause a possible failure. All items listed in the Pre-Tech form
below should be diligently inspected.

Open wheel and sports racer competition type vehicles are not eligible to participate in this TE nor are high center of gravity (HCG)
vehicles such as SUVs, pick-up trucks and vans.

Legal street licensed vehicles are also eligible to enter this TE as long as they comply with the safety rules governing this event.

Window netting and arm restraints are waived for these vehicles. Street driven and legally licensed vehicles do not have to meet Roll

Bar/Cage requirements set forth in the Time Trials Rules (TTR) (page 3) exceptas noted herein. The dri ver s si de and
side window must be down while the vehicle is on the track. Sun Roof must be closed.

Convertibles; Legal street licensed convertibles/Targa/T-top vehicles shall have: 1) an OEM hard top secured at the OEM attachment
points, or 2) have and can verify OEM rollover protection, or 3) have an aftermarket 4-point roll bar meeting Time Trial Roll Bar
Specifications as noted on page 3 of the TT/HC Driver Rules. Legally street licensed convertible/Targa/T-top vehicles utilizing OEM
seat belt/shoulder harnesses that have driver height issues relative to roll bar height may not pass Tech Inspection. A final decision
will be made on this issue by Tech and/or by the Chief Steward.

Timing Systems; The use of on-board timing systems of any type is not permitted.

Cameras; The use of any cameras, video included, arer est r i c-tadotat iaohment only as recommenc
and attachment made in a secure manner. If an entrant wishes to use an exterior mounted camera, it must be bolted firmly to an
exterior body part and approved by Tech. Suction device alone do not meet this criteria.

Tires: The quality and current condition of your tires are extremely important considerations that you should address beforehand and
after each session.

Brakes: As with your tires, this course can place a large strain on your braking system, especially your brake pads. During your pre-
event inspection, it is strongly recommended that brake pads that are below half the original pad depth should not be used and should
be replaced with new pads of the appropriate compound.

Helmets; All entrants must wear a helmet meeting, as a minimum, Snell M/SA2005 rating. They must wear a sleeved shirt and long
pants as well as appropriate footwear covering the entire foot. No open shoes or sandals.

PIT LANE ACCESS: If you need access to the pits, you must display your SCCA hot credential and be properly attired with closed toe
shoes.

EMERGENCY CALLS: CFR has an emergency number at the track (863) 655-3033. In case of emergency and you cannot
reach this number, call the Highlands County Sheriff Office at (863) 385-511 1. Inform the Sheriffds o
need to get in touch with is at Sebring International Raceway.

PROVISIONS: The Sebring Gas Station and Concession stand may be open.

GENERAL RULES: The consumption of alcoholic beverages in the facility by participants is forbidden until their racing activities
have concluded for the day. ATV's are permitted in certain areas provided they are used in a safe manner and operated ONLY by
licensed drivers. Bicycles may be used only by race officials and responsible adults. Skateboards, skates, rollerblades, micro/mini
racers and go-peds are NOT permitted. No person will be admitted into the raceway without the proper credentials. Absolutely NO
bedding new brakes or testing of cars on infield roadways will be permitted. Violations will result in immediate ejection from the
premises. This penalty will be enacted for all offenses, with zero tolerance. The raceway gates will not be opened until 7:00 am Friday.
You must leave the premises no later than 3 hours after the last checker drops on Sunday.

A full refund will
be made if the entry is withdrawn prior to Tech or if a no show, your check will be destroyed. At the discretion of the Registrar, if you
do not go to Tech, or turn a wheel on track, you must notify the Chief of Registration, BEFORE YOU LEAVE THE TRACK, in order to
receive your refund. Phone/fax entries will not be accepted. Registration will be held in the CFR building located to the right of the
main entrance to the raceway. Do not mail entries by any method that requires a signature upon delivery.

run three SCCA regional club race weekends on your novice permit you can upgrade to a SCCA full competition license and are

eligible to enter any SCCA Club Race.

CLUB RACING PARTICIPANT AGREEMENT

By signing this Agreement, the driver herby agrees and affirms the following:

This event will include on-track sessions under the club racing experience program, CRE (Club
Racing Experience), and will be run under the guidelines published by the SCCA Board of Directors in
the January 2013 Fastrack and updated February 2017. The intent of the program is to provide a Club
Racing Experience to novice drivers in a safe and monitored environment. Drivers wanting to enter
this program will be expected to read and sign this Agreement. When the signed Agreement is
presented to the Chief Steward or Chief Instructor, a Track Participation Log Book will be issued for
the driver and maintained by the Chief Steward or Chief Instructor. The Log Book will be used to
record driver on-track performance and will be presented to the driver at the end of the event.

The Chief Steward for the Club Racing Experience sessions in cooperation with the Region’s
representative may modify the Schedule of Events, race group configurations and/or details related to
this race group only. This program will be exempt from the usual Protest Process in place at SCCA
Road Racing events.

Drivers in this program will be expected to follow the rules as specified in Chapter 6 of the General
Competition Rules (Racing Rules and Procedures) while participating in the event. These rules will be
covered by the Chief Steward and the Chief Instructor.

Driver Eligibility

1. Participation is open to any SCCA regular or weekend member.

2. Participants must be 18 years or older however participants age 14-17 who possess a valid
SCCA Novice Permit, SCCA Full Competition license or full SCCA Pro Racing license who
have a completed Annual Parental Consent, Release and Waiver of Liability, Assumption of
Risk and Indemnity Agreement and Minor’'s Assumption of Risk Acknowledgement (note:
forms vary by state and witnessing method) on file may be allowed to participate.

3. Valid state -issued drivers licenses are not required but a registrar may ask for such
identification if there is any question on age.

4. Members must possess and are responsible for recording participation in a SCCA Track
Participation Log. Logs may be issued by SCCA licensed Stewards or Registrars.

5. Participants must certify they have no known medical conditions that would cause them or
others undue risk. Your signature on this agreement serves as your certification.

Vehicle Eligibility
1. Vehicles shall be production-based vehicles with a performance level equal or less than
normal in Club Racing classes Improved Touring R, E Production, Grand Touring 3 or Touring
3. Spec Racer Fords may also be included. Vehicles that demonstrate performance higher that
those levels may be excluded by the Chief Steward of the event.

2. All vehicles must meet the safety and equipment requirements of GCR 9.3.

3. All vehicles must meet the safety and equipment requirements of GCR 9.4. “Roll cages for GT
and Production based cars” or Appendix |, “2007 Cage Rules”.

4. The Chief Steward may waive deviations of compliance requirements for a car for an event.
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
